As of July 2, 2020, anyone arriving from any state in New England is not required to quaranJne on ar-
rival. Individuals arriving from any other state are asked to follow NH state guidelines by doing one of 

the following things: 1) quaranJne for 14 days or the length of your stay, whichever is shorter, or 2) self-
aRest that you have quaranJned for 14 days in your home state. If you quaranJne in Randolph, that 
means that you cannot patronize stores, restaurants, or any businesses in person. Masks are strongly

Note from the RMC: Recently a number of Randolph residents have come across quite a few glass beads, 
up to an inch in diameter, on Pasture Path, Wood Path, Diagonal as well as other trails, scaRered on the 
ground. Broken pieces of glass beads have also been found at the end of Pasture Path Road by the trails.  

This has been occurring on and off for a few years now but appears to be back. The RMC would like to 
remind everyone that we pracJce a "leave no trace" principle on our trails and we ask others to please 

not leave objects on RMC trails.

• RMC Volunteer Work Trips: Although there are no official work trips, the RMC is asking for 

Individuals/families could choose a trail to pick up any 
debris on the pathway and trim any encroaching branches or cut small blowdowns with a small 
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folding saw. (The RMC cannot supply any tools this season due to COVID-19 safety protocols). 

The Four Soldiers/Un-
derhill trails need lots of work, but the worst secJons are a ways out. Another way to help out is 
to brush either Ice Gulch or Cook Path. The RMC was granted funds by the New Hampshire 
RecreaJonal Trails Program. This grant required a 20% match by the RMC, some of which could 
be covered by volunteer work.
